The hike is located off of I-26 exit 53 in Flat Rock, North Carolina. The trail starts near the cul de sac at the end of Big Hungry Road at a gated dirt road. The hike was a looped series of trails with a short in-out section at the beginning. We started on the Long Ridge Trail to Bear Branch Trail, a short section on the Pulliam Creek Trail, then the Green River Cove Trail to the rocks at the Green River. Since we got there too early for lunch we continued on the Green River Cove trail to the turn off on Bluff trail where we had lunch. The trail to this point is well graded and in good condition with great views of the Green River for several miles. The Bluff Trail is the only difficult one with a one mile steep uphill climb to Turkey Gut Trail. Turkey Gut Trail ties back into the Long Ridge Trail for the short in-out back to the parking area. It was a beautiful sunny day with pleasantly cool temperatures. The trails cover a pretty hardwood forest and with the foliage off one could see the surrounding hill tops, ridges and deep ravines with numerous small streams. I highly recommend this hike as it is only about a 40 minute drive from our meeting point near Furman, the trails are easy to hike and the scenery is very nice especially with the views of the Green River.
