Sulfur Springs Trail – Paris Mountain State Park

Hike report for Sunday, June 22, 2008

Leader Reg Paterson was joined by Don and Judy Lineback. There was a forecast of isolated mid-afternoon thunderstorms, which might have kept some folks away. The weather was fine, mid 80’s, with thunderclouds on the horizon. 

We took the Sulfur Springs trail left out of the parking lot at 1:35pm, and reached the Fire tower trail about 45 minutes later. We decided to head up to the fire tower ruin , which is now about a 0.25 mile side trip each way. At the turnoff we met Jim Ryan, and were glad to have his company for the rest of the hike. After visiting the fire tower site we decided to return via the new Kanuga trail. This trail is very nice, and adds about 0.5 mile. Lots of blueberry (or maybe huckleberry?) bushes bearing fruit, and nice views of North Lake. Worth the detour. The trail joins the Brissy trail about ½ mile from the gate, from where we descended on the Sulfur Springs trail back to the parking lot.

Arrived back at the parking lot at a little after 3:30pm, the storms held off for much later that day.
