Beautiful day for a stroll in the woods. Bright and dry and there wasn’t a mean cloud in sight. We used these trails: Fawn Lake, Mine Mountain, Laurel Ridge, Corn Mill Shoals, Bridal Veil Falls, Conservation , Lake Julia and Reasonover Creek. Our crew, including two new hikers to our group (Leigh and Barbara) moved along smartly. We made a short stop at the base of Bridal Veil Falls where a few of our members hiked up the face of the rock for a close-up photo of the falls. Then we continued on to our designated lunch spot at Lake Julia. Some of us lunched at one of the picnic tables while others sat on the dock. We got into a discussion about trees, in particular the differences between a “Horse Chestnut” and a “Chestnut”. A lengthy discussion followed. Dusty explained the Horse Chestnuts trees are called Buckeyes or vice versa, because the large seed (or nut) resembles a buck’s eye. Later research, determined that Horse Chestnut Trees and  Chestnuts (American Chestnuts) are not related.

This is a nice series of trails with some nice thigh-burning ascents, some narrow trails, some areas of loose rocks for slick footing, gravel roads, mostly wooded side slopes and a few ridges to negotiate. We had a few creek crossings that were easy enough and a nice boulder-hopping event near the end of the hike on Reasonover Creek Trail.

If you are into mushrooms, there was a variety of  them along the way.

This would be a nice hike any time of the year.
